Large dogs will need only one measure but Small and Medium require two and these must be at least 12 months apart.   To be measured, you must have your dog’s KC Registration No., a Record Book (obtainable from Sue Love), details of a microchip or tattoo or, if you have neither, a passport size photograph of your dog.   The dog must be 15 months old unless it is obviously Large (over 430mm at the withers), in which case he/she can be measured earlier.
